Deployed military personnel
must be permanently assigned to a military organization within the above three (3) counties.

2. The applicant must be accepted by an accredited college and may attend any college, in or out of state. For complete
eligibility requirements, application and other details, see a high school counselor, community college financial aid
representative or write to: Chairperson, Scholarship Committee, Cherry Point Detachment #1067, Marine Corps League, 109
