At the Cherry Point Young Marines formation aboard MCAS Cherry Point, on Friday,
January 06, 2012, Young Marine Master Sergeant Alexander Messmer was promoted to his present
rank by Sgt. Maj. Cliff Hill, USMC (ret) Division Commander for the North Carolina Division,
Young Marines. Senior Vice-Commandant Owen Smith and Judge Advocate John Mullinex repre-
sented the detachment at the ceremony. Paul Cusson, Adjutant for the Cherry Point Young Ma-
rines told us that YM MSgt Messmer is the first Young Marine to officially earn that rank for the
Cherry Point Young Marines.

Additionally, YM Messmer was awarded the DEA device to his Drug Demand Reduction
ribbon (DDR). To qualify for this prestigious award, the YM must have achieved the rank of
GySgt, plus teach 4 DDR classes in his/her community plus submit the requited paperwork verify-
ing the qualifications have been met to the Drug Enforcement Agency. When the DEA approves
the award, it is sent to the YM National office where it is then sent Department level to be
awarded. Nationally, very few YMs attain the rank of MSgt, and even fewer earn the DEA device.

YM MSgt Messmer is truly an outstanding young man.
